OFFENSE

Jack Dolan, Jacksonville, So., MF

JU’s Dolan claimed his third honor in four weeks after
scoring four goals and assisting on another in the Dol-
phins’ 12-10 win over No. 10 High Point on Saturday.
The victory was Jacksonville’s first over a top-10 team in
program history. The sophomore from Columbus, Ohio,
notched his 14th assist of the season in the second
quarter, adding his first goal of the game in the same
frame. Dolan then scored twice in the third to help the
Dolphins carry a 10-7 lead into the final 15 minutes and
closed the book in his day with an insurance goal, his
20th of the season, with 3:48 left that made it a 12-9
contest.

DEFENSE

Ashton Wood, Mercer, Fr., FO

Wood earned the first honor for a Mercer player this
season on the strength of a game- and season-high 11
ground balls and a 23-for-27 showing in faceoffs in the
Bears’ 16-8 win at VMI on Saturday. The freshman from
St. Augustine, Florida, also scored his first goal of the
season, a strike just before halftime that pulled Mercer
within a goal at 6-5. Wood was 14-for-15 in faceoff at-
tempts in the second half as the Bears outscored the
Keydets 10-3 in the last two quarters to claim their first
win of the season.

CoNFereNcE NEws AND NOTES

« Three Southern Conference games and a pair of non-
conference contests are on the schedule this week,
starting with No. 18 Richmond visiting No. 7 Virginia
on Friday.

« Richmond returned to the national rankings on Mon-
day, re-entering the Inside Lacrosse poll at No. 18 after
winning its third straight game to move to 6-3 overall
and 3-0in the league.

« Either Jacksonville or Air Force will join Richmond at
3-0 in conference play this weekend, as the Dolphins
visit the Falcons on Saturday for a contest between 2-0
SoCon squads.

« Jacksonville earned its first win over a top-10 team
in program history on March 23, downing No. 10 High
Point 12-10 on the strength of 19 caused turnovers,
tied for the second-most in a game in league history,
and four goals and an assist by Jack Dolan.

« With the loss, High Point dropped to No. 15 in the
USILA poll, No. 14 in the Inside Lacrosse poll and No.
16 in the Nike/US Lacrosse Magazine Poll. Aside from
entering the Inside Lacrosse poll, Richmond is receiv-
ing votes in the USILA and Nike/US Lacrosse Magazine
rankings, while Jacksonville is receiving votes in the
USILA poll.

+ Mercer snapped its seven-game losing streak to open
the season with its 16-8 win at VMI on March 23. Four
Bears scored multiple goals, paced by Jake Priester’s
first career hat trick.

- Air Force saw its four-game winning streak halted by a
13-6 loss at No. 2 Yale on Tuesday in which Trey Lervick
and Christian Kuhn each notched a hat trick.

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ConFereNce NEws AND NOTES

« Furman visits No. 15 High Point on Saturday seeking
its second straight road win over the Panthers, as the
Paladins claimed a 13-8 win in High Point, North Caro-
lina, on April 13,2017.

« Richmond’s Ryan Lanchbury has eight hat tricks in
nine contests this season, matching the league’s sin-
gle-season record set by High Point’s Dan Lomas in
2015. Lanchbury’s 30 goals this season lead the SoCon
and he ranks eighth in NCAA Division | with 3.33 goals
per game, including a Dl-best seven man-up goals.
Just a sophomore, Lanchbury is already third in SoCon
history with 14 career hat tricks, trailing only Lomas
(15) and Spider teammate Teddy Hatfield (18).

« High Point sophomore Asher Nolting has scored
at least two points in 23 straight games and has 115
points (52 goals, 63 assists) in the span. With an av-
erage of 5.00 points per game for his career, Nolting
is easily the league’s career leader, as no one else has
averaged even as much as 4.00 points per game.

« Just 23 games into his career, Nolting is already sev-
enth in league history in points and fifth in assists.

+ VMI’s Kyle Walsh leads DI with 3.71 caused turnovers
per game this season. He has 112 in his career and
needs just seven to pass Richmond’s Brendan Hynes
(2015-17) for the SoCon record.

- Air Force sophomore goalkeeper Braden Host is third

in DI this season with an 8.00 GAA, while Bellarmine
junior goalkeeper Jordan Dondoyano is fifth with
14.43 saves per game.

«VMI shares the DI lead with a .905 clearing percentage.

« Prior to this season, there had been only four games
in league history in which a team had corralled at least
47 ground balls. High Point has done it four times this
season, highlighted by its SoCon-record 58 against St.
Bonaventure on Feb. 2.

« High Point keeper Tim Troutner Jr. needs just four
more wins to become the league’s career leader. He
currently has 25, trailing only SoCon record-holder
Benny Pugh of Richmond, who had 28 from 2015-17.

«Two of the three highest-scoring games in SoCon his-
tory have happened this season. Furman set a SoCon
record for goals in its 26-6 win over Hampton on Feb.
24. High Point had the third-most in a game in league
history in its 22-13 win over UMBC on March 9.

- Five league players were taken in the Major League
Lacrosse Collegiate Draft on March 9, highlighted by
High Point keeper Tim Troutner Jr. going No. 2 overall
to the Florida Launch to become the first first-round
pick in SoCon history. HPU’s Chris Young, Richmond's
Teddy Hatfield and Air Force’s Brandon Jones were all
taken in the fourth round, while JU’s Eric Applegate
was taken in the sixth round, also by the Launch.
