CONFERENCE NEWS AND NOTES

• The Southern Conference Men’s Lacrosse Champion-
ship gets under way from High Point, North Carolina, 
on Thursday with a pair of semifi nal matches, followed 
by the championship game at noon Eastern on Sat-
urday.

• Air Force (10-4) and High Point (12-2) both won their 
fi nal regular-season games to fi nish 6-1 in Southern 
Conference play, each claiming a share of the regu-
lar-season title. SoCon tournament host High Point 
earned the No. 1 seed by virtue of its win over Air 
Force earlier in the season.

• The Falcons are the No. 2 seed, while defending 
champion Richmond (8-6, 5-2 SoCon) is the No. 3 and 
Jacksonville (6-8, 5-2) is the No. 4. The Spiders held the 
tiebreaker over the Dolphins by virtue of their head-
to-head win during the regular season.

• This year is the fi rst of two straight for the tourna-
ment in High Point. The championship returns to Rich-
mond, the site of the fi rst four editions, in 2021.

• High Point and Jacksonville will be meeting in the 
tournament semifi nals for the second straight season. 
Last year, JU took a 12-11 win in overtime, fi nishing 
the game on an 8-1 run and getting fi ve goals from 
McLean Chicquen and the game-winner off  the stick 
of Evan Tyler to reach the title game for the fi rst time.

• Air Force and Richmond will be meeting in tourna-
ment play for the third time. The previous two meet-
ings were in the title match, with the Falcons emerg-
ing victorious 9-8 in OT in 2016 and 9-6 in 2017.

• Richmond won its fi rst SoCon tournament title last 
year, downing Furman in the semifi nals before top-
ping Jacksonville in the title game, 11-10 in overtime. 
Attack Teddy Hatfi eld was named the most outstand-
ing player.

• Richmond is the only program to have appeared 
in the SoCon tournament in each season since the 
league added the sport in 2015. Jacksonville is in the 
tournament for the third straight season, while High 
Point, the 2015 champion, is in for the second straight 
and fourth time overall. Air Force, which won the tour-
nament in its fi rst two seasons in the league (2016-17), 
returns after not qualifying in 2018.

• The SoCon record book was rewritten at last year’s 
championship, as 13 tournament records were matched 
or broken. Notable among those were Richmond’s Ryan 
Lee’s 12 points for the tournament, Lee and Hatfi eld each 
posting a four-assist game and High Point keeper Tim 
Troutner Jr.’s 22 saves in the semifi nal loss to Jacksonville.

• The SoCon announced its all-conference honors 
Tuesday, with High Point’s Asher Nolting taking So-
Con Off ensive Player of the Year honors for the second 
straight season and Air Force defender Brandon Jones 
being named the defensive player of the year. Bellar-
mine midfi elder Riley Seay was named the freshman 
of the year and High Point’s Jon Torpey was tabbed 
Coach of the Year.

• All eight league squads had at least one player earn 
all-conference honors. Air Force and Jacksonville led 
the way with six each, while Richmond had fi ve, all of 
which earned fi rst-team honors.
